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PE and Sports 
The government provides additional annual funding with the aim of to improve the Physical Education (PE) and Sports programs offered by primary schools. It is provided jointly by various governmental departments, including Education, Health and Culture, and Media and Sport. Although the funding will be allocated to primary school headteachers, it will be ‘ringfenced’ – this means it can only be spent specifically on PE and sport in schools. You can read more about this under ‘Accountability’ below. 

Purpose of funding 
Schools must spend the additional funding on improving their provision of PE and sport, though how they do this remains their decision. 

This is how Whitley Village School uses the funding: 

· Hiring specialist PE teachers or qualified sports coaches to work with primary children both within curriculum time and after school introducing children to offer high quality coaching and support staff development;
· Paying for professional development opportunities for teachers in PE and Sport e.g. providing class cover for attending courses, team teaching/observing with the PE specialist in curriculum time;

· Increasing pupils participation in competitive sports (individual and team) 

· Buying quality-assured materials and resources for PE and sport 

· Providing places for pupils at academies to support and challenge  
· Engaging fully with the Vale Royal School Sports Partnership
Accountability 
From September 2013, schools will be held to account for how they spend their additional ‘ring-fenced’ funding. Ofsted will strengthen the coverage of PE and sport within the 'Inspectors’ Handbook' and supporting guidance so that both schools and inspectors know how sport and PE will be assessed in future as part of the school’s overall provision. 

Schools will also be required to include details of their provision of PE and sport on their website, alongside details of their broader curriculum, so that parents can compare sports provision between schools, both within and beyond the school day.
How does Whitley Village School use the funding to further improve Physical Education and sustain the Olympic Legacy?

Sporting achievement and participation has always been encouraged at our school. The additional funding gives us the opportunity to strengthen and broaden existing work as well as being able to invest more widely in after school provision. The links that we have our with our cluster primary schools, Weaverham High School and the Vale Royal School Sports Partnership are strong and this funding means we will be able to increase the activities and events that make up the school calendar, targeting more children and helping them achieve sporting success! The table below sets out the main uses of the funding and the outcomes. We want this funding to leave a legacy that can be sustained beyond the life of the additional money making long term changes to children’s and families attitudes to sports and enhancing staff development.
